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AAALAC International requires an annual report detailing changes made during the year in accredited
units. In the interim, AAALAC International expects to be apprised in a timely manner of significant
programmatic changes or concerns should they occur. Please note, that at your request, AAALAC
International will provide your institution with a separate letter simply verifying that your animal care and
use program is accredited.
